PROPHECIES

DIRECTION

1. As disciples of BLD, let us commit to and live our CHARISM...to be the Lord’s
under-shepherds, to witness to the Word, to bring healing and wholeness to
others, to be co-defender in Christ to those who suffer injustice and oppression.

THEMES AND PROMISES

Week#1 (4" Sunday of Easter) [Shepherding]

Theme: We have God’s own heart when, as His under-shepherds, we
lay down our lives for our lambs.

Promise: “We do know when it is revealed we shall be like him, for we
shall see him as heis.” (1Jn 3:2b)



Week#2 (5" Sunday of Easter) [Witnessing]

Theme: We have God’s own heart when we live the Word that others
may hear and understand.
Promise:  “If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask for
whatever you want and it will be done for you.” (Jn 15:7)
Week #3 (6™ Sunday of Easter) [Compassion/Love]
Theme: We have God’s own heart when we love one another with the
love of Jesus.
Promise: “If you keep my commandments, you will remain in my love...|
have told you this so that my joy may be in you and your joy
might be complete. (Jn 15:10a, 11)
Week #4 (Solemnity of our Lord’s Ascension) [Advocacy]
Theme: We have God’s own heart when, in Christ, we are co-defenders
of the marginalized.
Promise: “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon
you.” (Acts 1:8)
Week #5 (Pentecost Sunday) [Healing & Counseling]
Theme: We have God’s own heart when we exercise our spiritual gifts
for the healing and wholeness of others.
Promise: “When you send forth your spirit, they are created, and you

renew the face of the earth.” (Ps 104:30)
