THEMES AND PROMISES

Week#1 (Solemnity of All Saints) ’ [Perseverance]

Week#2 (32" Sunday in Ordinary Time) [Dispossession]

the jug of oil run dry’....” (1Kgs 17:13b)

Week #3 (33" Sunday in Ordinary Time) [Accountability]

Theme: We have the righteousness of Christ when we are ready for
His coming.

Promise: “Therefore my heart is glad and my soul rejoices, my body,
too, abides in confidence; because you will not abandon
my soul to the netherworld, nor will you suffer your faithful
to undergo corruption.” (Ps 16:9-10)

Week #4 (Solemnity of Christ the King) [Witnessing]
